Code: Any form of dress, hairstyle, or makeup whcbonsidered contrary to good hygiene or whidttissracting or disruptive to
the educational process will not be permitt&TYLES THAT ARE “POPULAR” ARE NOT NECESSARILY AC CEPTABLE

AT GHS; therefore, as styles change, so may restricti®@sents are asked to assist the school by réguianitoring their student's
dress.

The following are specific areas that are addresse(This list is not all-inclusive)

1.

Clothing shall fit appropriately. Pants and shantsst be worn at the waist at all times and natdkrge that the crotch sags.
No "muscle" shirts and/or undershirts cut like mesthirts are acceptable. No sleeveless shirtsheayorn or any type of
clothing that exposes the armpits.
In accordance with GCPS Board policy of "zero tahee" of weapons, gangs, and drugs, clothing bledllee of inflammatory,
suggestive, or other inappropriate writing, adeerient, or art work. This includes but is notfedito offensive words and
designs, violence (blood, death, and weapons),Rayboy symbols, hate groups, tobacco produatgsiior alcohol.
Clothing which is associated with gang activitpét acceptable. Students are not allowed to dispihing or symbols that
have been identified by the Gwinnett County Poli@ang Task Force as being commonly identified withminal gangs.
Garments, jewelry, body art and tattoos that comoatie criminal gang allegiance are not to be disgaleor worn at school, and
no item may be worn in a manner that communicaiesral gang affiliation. Criminal gang-relatedisg includes but iNOT
limited to the following:

Wearing clothes in an asymmetrical pattern suaiolisg up one pant leg, wearing a dominant colarg day

of the week, long bulky chains and necklaces, gayig-belt buckles, jerseys with numbers 8, 13,0148 (or

any other numbers that have been deemed as gaterielarge oversized pendants or necklaces aidssh

bandannas, altering clothing from its original fawrchange the names and/or intended marking on the

clothing, sweatbands and/or headbands, drapirgesf clothing, towels, or other objects out ahfs

pockets or over the shoulder or neck area.
Any additional clothing or symbols that are idéatl as gang related may be added to this dresspolity. A
current and up-to-date copy of the dress code edadated in Grayson High School's main office nrG&rayson
High School’'s website (http://www.graysonhighschoaj/).

Shorts, skorts, skirts, and dresses may NOT beslaorter than the WIDTH of a student agenda book fran the BOTTOM

of the knee (regardless of leggings)No skirts with revealing splits. Any clothingathis immodest, excessively sagging or too
short are not permitted (“sagging'Gym/track/cheerleader shorts are NOT permitted.

Hair shall be clean and neatly groomed. Hair cotastyle that distracts from the learning enviremtis not permitted.
Combs, picks, or brushes are not to be worn irh#ieat any time.

All types of head coverings, visors, hats, scardes;ags, and sunglasses prehibited while on school propertyThis
includes, but is not limited to, the parking ldtettrailer area, in front of the school, and inghieschool. These items will be
collected and will have to be picked up by a pdgerrdian from the Main OfficeGrayson High School is not responsible
for the loss of any collected items.

The following articles of clothing af#OT to be worn at GHS: bare midriff clothing, halteps, strapless tops, backless tops,
racer back tops spaghetti straps, tank tops, dkesssshirts, athletic spandex/stretch pants of@myth, excessively revealing
clothing or clothing which exposes undergarmentsnin way; see through clothing, low-cut/revealihgts (exposing
excessive cleavage), low-cut pants which exposentbsff area, pants, skirts, dresses or shortsdharipped above the knee,
pajamas or sleepwear of any type, chains, and diéays/studs/spikes.

Shoes must be worn on campus at all times. Bedsbippers/shoes are not acceptable.

Blankets and/or pillows are not to be brought to deool.
